Return a book BEFORE it’s due date:

Login to your Amazon Account
Click on: Your Digital Items
Click on: Manage Your Kindle

The books from CLAMS have a bold,
orange “public library” after the title

Find the book you want to return
Click on: Actions
Click on: Return this book

You can then delete the item from your
Amazon library.
